
Armagh on The Map!
Many people think local maps are only for tourists and visitors, but Armagh Tourist Information Centre is challenging local residents of Armagh to take a fresh look at the City and surrounding area with the help of the new Armagh City Street Map from the country’s official map makers, Ordnance Survey of Northern Ireland® (OSNI®).
Use the map to find local places of interest for example, St Patrick’s Trian where visitors can view the magnificent 9th century Book of Armagh and encounter famous characters from the renowned Ulster Cycle of Myths or explore local history by visiting Armagh County Museum, the oldest County Museum in Ireland. You could even spend Halloween hunting for ghosts round the old gaol or in the Palace Grounds.
The new two sided map, which is available from the Tourist Information Centre, local book shops and garages, shows Armagh City along with the towns of Keady, Markethill, Richhill and Tandragee on one side and on the reverse a road map of the entire Armagh district and comes complete with a street name index making finding your way around even easier.
So grab a copy of this new Street Map now and get to know your local area better.
